All parents/ 
guardians (including new applicants) are required to apply on-line from Monday, 7 June 
2021 via the EA website https://www.eani.org.uk/financial-help/free-school-meals.  
It is important to note that if you do not fill out an application for Free School Meals, you will 
have to pay for meals after the summer, costing £2.60 per day.
